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1 Reason for Change

The definition of “IM Server” has been discussed during OMA-REQ-IM breakouts. It was agreed to propose it to be entered into the OMA Dictionary to achieve consistency between Working Groups. 

No other document was found to define “IM Server”. The IM RD defines it as: 

IM Server: A network entity that provides real-time messaging, directory and presence functionality.

The OMA-REQ-IM breakout proposed this to be changed as follows: 

IM Server: A network entity that provides real-time messaging functionality.

Document OMA-ARCH-2004-0063-IM-proposed-change-of-definitions was meant to initiate a discussion on this but was not formally correct since it discussed a change being made to the IM RD instead of being a proposed CR to the OMA Dictionary.

Changes in the R01 version of this document: 

· Correction of a formal error (not using the correct document template.) 

· Deletion of a proposed definition of “Presence” since it has been commented that this proposed definition was not correct and that it should preferably be discussed in the OMA-REQ-Presence breakout.

If agreed, the definition in other documents of “IM Server” should be changed into a reference to the OMA Dictionary. One such document found is OMA-RD_IM-V1_0_4-20040419-D.
