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1 Reason for Contribution

Section 4.3 (Specification compliance) of the OSE document contains two bullets regarding compliance.  Both of the bullets should be removed for the reasons described below.

2 Summary of Contribution

3 Detailed Proposal

For starters, section #4 is Informative (per paragraph #2 in section 3.) and as such must not make any prescriptive statements.  However, there are problems with the bullets themselves:

· Bullet #1 – this bullet uses several terms that are undefined thus the statement is confusing.  Among the problems are:

· This statement is an attempt to prescribe OMA process and thus is not appropriate for this document.

· The term processing task is not defined

· The statement uses Enabler incorrectly - an Enabler is a set of specifications – not an implementation!

· The term core components is not defined

· Bullet #2 – this document MUST not make prescriptive statements/requirements for Implementations.

4 Intellectual Property Rights
