3 Detailed Proposal

1. Scope
(Informative)


This Architecture Document (AD) describes the set of capabilities of the IP Multimedia Subsystem (IMS), as defined by 3GPP and 3GPP2 that can be utilized by the OMA service enablers. The information contained in this AD is applicable for OMA working groups that are developing service enablers on top of the IMS capabilities.

This document provides guidance and support for the development of service enablers utilizing IMS capabilities in order to meet the requirements given in the corresponding Requirements Document, ref. [RD IMS in OMA]. This document does not to mandate the use of IMS for service enablers, but defines how OMA service enablers can make use of capabilities provided by the 3GPP and 3GPP2 IP Multimedia Subsystem (IMS).
This AD describes which common interfaces exist between the IMS architecture and the OMA service enabling architecture with the purpose of preventing fragmentation of standards and maximizing the reuse of IMS capabilities and mechanisms.

This document does not describe the benefits of using IMS; such information can be found in the “Technical report on the usage of 3GPP/3GPP2 IMS in OMA” [TR_IMSinOMA].
