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1 Reason for Contribution

This contribution proposes changes to the scope chapter of the IMS in OMA Architecture Document (AD) as drafted in OMA-ARC-2004-0116R01. For the purpose of presenting the proposed changes, a clean version of Document 116R01 (without revision marks) was used.

2 Summary of Contribution

The text of the Scope section of the IMS in OMA AD drafted in OMA-ARC-2004-0116R01 is modified as follows:

2. Second paragraph either removed or fixed as proposed.

3. Minor editorials fixed.

3 Detailed Proposal

1. Scope
(Informative)

Within the framework of the OMA Service Environment (OSE) specification document [Ref. OSE Spec], this Architecture Document (AD) identifies a set of capabilities within the IP Multimedia Subsystem (IMS) as defined by 3GPP and 3GPP2 that can be utilized for the OMA service enabler realizations.  
The scope of the IMS WI is to show, for OMA enablers realised on IMS, how they should use IMS and how they should interface with IMS in a consistent way. 
Furthermore, it ensures interoperability and/or interworking of OMA enablers realized on IMA with other OMA enablers (either IMS realized or not.)

Targeted for implementers of OMA enablers, the information contained in this AD is applicable to OMA working groups that are developing service enablers that might be realized using IMS capabilities.

This AD describes how OMA service enabler realizations interface with an underlying IP Multimedia Subsystem (as specified by 3GPP/3GPP2) in order to ensure interoperability.

This document provides guidance and support for the realization of service enablers utilizing IMS capabilities in order to meet the requirements given in the corresponding Requirements Document, ref. [RD IMS in OMA].
