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1 Reason for Contribution

Documents OMA-ARC-2004-0153-Context_Model_IMSinOMA_AD, OMA-ARC-2004-0154-Service_capabilities_IMSinOMA_AD, OMA-ARC-2004-0155-Subsystems_IMSinOMA_AD and OMA-ARC-2004-0156-SIP_extensions_IMSinOMA_AD have been submitted and are scheduled for discussion at the next architecture call on IMS in OMA (OMA-ARC-2004-0157-AgendaIMSinOMA-TFconfcallMay272004).
2 Summary of Contribution

This contribution provides comments to contributions OMA-ARC-2004-0153-Context_Model_IMSinOMA_AD, OMA-ARC-2004-0154-Service_capabilities_IMSinOMA_AD, OMA-ARC-2004-0155-Subsystems_IMSinOMA_AD and OMA-ARC-2004-0156-SIP_extensions_IMSinOMA_AD as well as suggestions for disposition.
Revision 01 fixes the text in section 3.1 #3 paragraph 1, 3 and 4 and 3.3 # 3 last paragraph.
3 Detailed Proposal

3.1 Comments to OMA-ARC-2004-0153-Context_Model_IMSinOMA_AD
We are in general agreement with contribution OMA-ARC-2004-0153-Context_Model_IMSinOMA_AD. 
We recommend it’s inclusion with the following changes:

1. In the latest template for OMA ADs, section 5 on contextual models is informative. The proposed text is only informative so the section need not be identified as normative (see last sentence of first paragraph of section 5.)
2. Create three explicit section:

· 5.1.1 The OSE

· 5.1.2 The IMS / MMD

· 5.1.3 IMS in OSE

Put the proposed text in their respective sections.

3. The following sentence should be modified as follows:

Applications may use OMA enablers or may use IMS functions directly, or both. 
The OSE does not consider applications that use IMS directly. However, such applications, like any others, can also be protected by EPEM and interact with OSE enablers.

In the OSE, OMA enabler implementations may make use of IMS capabilities, e.g. charging, authentication, service management, etc… OMA Enabler realizations based on IMS interface with the IMS through I2 types of interfaces.
OMA enablers are accessed through their I0 (or I0+I1) interfaces whether they are realized using IMS functions or not.

3.3 Comments to OMA-ARC-2004-0154-Service_capabilities_IMSinOMA_AD
We are in general agreement with contribution OMA-ARC-2004-0154-Service_capabilities_IMSinOMA_AD. 

We recommend it’s inclusion with the following changes:
1. Section 6.x.1 IMS Service Capabilities:
The IMS related service enabler realizations SHALL use the IMS service capabilities where available through I2 types of interfaces.

The IMS service capabilities consist of session management, user data access, event subscription and notification, messaging, data manipulation, and conference control
 
and as standardized by 3GPP/3GPP2. These are accessed by OMA enablers through I2 interfaces.
Editor’s note: The AD may discuss in section 6.x.1 or shortly after if OMA will will define enablers for the service capabilities provided by IMS that have no OMA enabler equivalent today (e.g. conference control). In such case, the AD should prescribe that I0 interfaces must be defined for these new enablers.
2. 
Section 6.x.2:
The IMS related service enabler realizations SHALL use the IMS supporting capability as standardized by 3GPP/3GPP2 through I2 types of interfaces.

3. Section 6.x.3:

The IMS related service enabler realizations SHALL use the IMS internal common capabilities, like secured connections, authentication and authorization standardized by 3GPP/3GPP2 through I2 types of interfaces. 
3.4 Comments to OMA-ARC-2004-0155-Subsystems_IMSinOMA_AD
We request the following changes to accept the text:

1. The text in OMA-ARC-2004-0155-Subsystems_IMSinOMA_AD should be put as part of section “5.1.2 The IMS / MMD” proposed in section 3.1 comment #3.

2. In addition, the text from section 5.2.1.4 <SIP Application Server (AS)>, should be changes as follows:
The IMS / MMD introduces an AS - Application Server that may host and execute services. It offers value added IMS services and resides either in the user's home network or in a third party location. The Application Server can influence and impact the SIP session on behalf of the services and it uses the ISC interface to communicate with the IMS. In addition, AS can originate SIP requests on behalf of the UE. The AS may also terminate SIP requests. The AS defined in IMS/MMD specificationsis different from conventional web AS and it can be either a SIP application server, or an OSA service capability server, which exhibit the same interface behaviour. Details of the IMS AS can be found in in ref. [3GPP TS23.228] and in ref. [3GPP2 X.S0013-002]. 
Applications that directly interact with the IMS through the AS introduced by IMS/MMD do not follow the OSE specifications and are not considered in the present document.
3. In addition the text proposed in section 3.1 comment #4 should be changed as follows:
Applications that use IMS directly (e.g. through the IMS/MMD AS) do not follow the the OSE specifications. However, they can also be protected by EPEM and interact with OSE enablers.

In the OSE, all enablers are accessed through their I0 (or I0+I1) interfaces whether or not they are realized using IMS functions.  Therefore, in the context of OMA, applications executing in an AS should use the I0 interfaces not the I2 interfaces to access IMS functions and capabilities.
4. Numbering of the sections should be checked and match the move to section “5.1.2 The IMS / MMD” proposed in section 3.1 comment #3
3.5 Comments to OMA-ARC-2004-0156-SIP_extensions
We propose that the text proposed in OMA-ARC-2004-0156-SIP_extensions be moved to be a subsection of section “5.1.2 The IMS / MMD” proposed in section 3.1 comment #3.

We request that this document be considered in parallel to discussions to dispose of contributions OMA-ARC-2004-0153-Context_Model_IMSinOMA_AD, OMA-ARC-2004-0154-Service_capabilities_IMSinOMA_AD, OMA-ARC-2004-0155-Subsystems_IMSinOMA_AD and OMA-ARC-2004-0156-SIP_extensions_IMSinOMA_AD, even if it is a LATE document. Indeed by definitions, comments to the contributions could only come after the contributions that where posted at the last moment (noting also that some of us still do not see the contributions on the portal on May 24, 2004… This seems to be a portal problem that has been reported to Forapolis helpdesk). Submission has been delayed till problem is clarified. On may 24, upon lack of clarification, the document has been uploaded.
It is recommended that changes proposed in this contribution be agreed and that documents OMA-ARC-2004-0153-Context_Model_IMSinOMA_AD, OMA-ARC-2004-0154-Service_capabilities_IMSinOMA_AD, OMA-ARC-2004-0155-Subsystems_IMSinOMA_AD and OMA-ARC-2004-0156-SIP_extensions_IMSinOMA_AD be accepted with the changes proposed in the present contribution.b
