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1 Reason for Change

A uniform convention across OMA is not fully described yet in any document. However, OMA will benefit from guidelines on how to name reference points.

2 Impact on Backward Compatibility

None, because OMA WG’s have followed this convention already after having consulted ARCH. The intention here is to write down the ongoing practice.

3 Impact on Other Specifications

None.

5. Logical Model

This section defines the architecture’s- Logical Model.  The model identifies all of the concepts, terms, relationships and architectural entities that are relevant to this enabler’s interactions with other enablers (including those enablers not defined by OMA).

Diagrams in this section should contain Logical entities and Reference Points only and not conflate Logical entities with Physical entities. However, mobile terminals and networks may be shown because of their potential relevance in the design of the architecture. This enabler should appear as a single box in the logical diagram(s) (as in the example figure below). Figure 1 is an Illustrative Example of a Logical Diagram and should be modified to reflect this architecture.
This section MUST apply the conventions as described in Appendix C for all Reference Points.
The text in this section should identify and explain all functional entities in the diagrams.  


Working Groups should consult other Architecture Documents and Specifications to identify any of this architecture’s functionality (e.g. its systems, subsystems, interfaces, etc) that is already specified. Working Groups should try to re-use functions specified by other enablers. 

This section MAY include an explanation and/or diagram to show how this architecture relates to the various views (i.e. the reference point view) defined in  [ARCH-INVENT].  The diagram and explanation, however, are optional.  

This section MAY include a mapping of the architecture onto the OSE [OSE], however, such a mapping is optional.

Appendix C: Reference Points and its Naming Convention (Normative)

A reference point is a conceptual point at the conjunction of two non-overlapping functional groups. It consists of none or any number of interfaces of any kind [OMA Dictionary]. 

Reference points can host more than one protocol by definition, see [OMA Dictionary]. Therefore, there MUST be only one or no Reference Point between two architectural entities although there may be more than one protocol or interface used over such a Reference Point.

Reference Points have no direction. They point out a communication relation (either one-way or in both directions).

The naming of a Reference Point MUST follow the following convention:

The name of a Reference Point consists of either one, two, or three characters, followed by a dash, followed by a running number (starting at “1” and counting upwards in steps of one for each new Reference Point). Each WG MAY decide about the character(s) for their respective Reference Point(s) as long as there is no duplication with already existing names (WG’s SHOULD consult ARCH WG to confirm). Reference Point names SHOULD be chosen in an intuitive way to allow easy recognition of the Reference Point.

Some examples are:

B-1
(“B” stands for “Browsing”)

POC-5
(“POC” stands for “Push to talk over cellular”)

MM-7
(“MMS” stands for “Multimedia messaging”)


The names of already defined Reference Points can be found in [ARCInventory].

If a Reference Point is defined between two logical entities that have different functionalities (e.g. Location and Group Management), the Reference Point naming SHOULD represent the functionality that is communicated over this Reference Point.

Example (hypothetical, informative):

Assuming that a Reference Point between a Location Server and a Group Management Server needs to be defined, the Reference Point may be named “GM-x” if Group management functionality gets to be communicated over it (e.g. GetGroupListMember). Conversely, the ReferencePoint may be named “LOC-x” if location functionality gets to be communicated over it (e.g. GetLocation). “x” being a running number, starting at “1”.
