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1 Overview

OMA architecture group (OMA ARC) would like to inform 3GPP2 TSG-S and its working groups about the status of IMS issues in the Open Mobile Alliance. 

OMA ARC presented the attached document last OMA Technical Plenary in Barcelona on 18th November 2004, to inform about good progress and IMS activities in this group to the other OMA groups. 

On November 2003, OMA TP approved the WI 0076-IMSinOMA about Utilization of IMS capabilities. After one year of intensive work, OMA ARC WG will prepare and agree OMA IMS Enabler Release Package during December 2004 and January 2005, for presentation in the next OMA TP plenary at first of February. 

2 Proposal

IMS is considered in OMA with the intention to provide a SIP based architecture that addresses several needs for session management, authentication/authorization mechanisms, routing, compression, charging/accounting, mobility management and QoS control, etc.
After approval and definition of the IMS Enabler Release Package, OMA and the mobile industry will gain advantage from the exploitation of existing IMS capabilities and interfaces, avoiding duplications of enabler specifications and development and providing a reference about the capabilities that IMS has to offer for the OMA enablers.
