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1 Reason for Change

Different groups at OMA are having difficulties in finding out how to apply the OSE model in different scenarios and systems, such as the terminal. 

In different scenarios and use cases, when showing the terminal and communications/service flows to/from it, the OSE model is being used inconsistently throughout OMA. Not only in scenarios and use cases, but in AD documents that terminal is being treated “vertically”, in “silo approach”.

This is because the current approved version of OSE provides no guidance at all regarding this issue.

This brings problems in consistency in applying the OSE model, that will bring troubles in matters like security, enforcement of policies, future deployment of services, IOP testing, etc.

This document proposes that we include some sections in the OSE dedicated to provide guidance on how to apply the OSE model in different systems, such as Mobile Operator’s networks, Enterprise’s Networks, and terminal; this would help in achieving that the model is applied consistently throughout OMA.
