7.3.1 Communication in the Terminal and Service Provider Domains

To create useful services within the OMA Service Environment, typically there is a need for elements within the various domains to communicate with each other. For example, an application in a terminal domain may need to communicate with an enabler in a service provider domain to get data needed by the application.

The following figure illustrates a high-level representation of the communication between a terminal domain and a service provider domain. The communication component in the figure represents various types of communications that may occur including (but not limited to): 

· Communication between a terminal domain and another terminal domain (e.g. peer to peer communication)

· Communication between a terminal domain and a service provider domain 

· Communication between a terminal domain or service provider domain and other resources (e.g. a network element)

The applications component outside of the two domains in the figure below represents applications in some other domain including (but not limited to) a terminal domain, a service provider domain or a third-party domain.










Figure 1 - Communication in Terminal and Service Provider Domains

Of course there are other ways to illustrate the communication between these domains and other resources. For example the communication component could have been placed between the two domains in the above figure (rather than below the domains).

The OMA Service Environment is agnostic regarding the access network (e.g. 2G and 3G radio access networks, WLAN, etc.) used for the communication between these two domains.
