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1 Reason for Contribution

The working practice followed recently (but never agreed) by the ARCH WG have led ARCH to ignore comments made by WG members after calls where they could not attend.
2 Summary of Contribution

This contribution proposes an update of the ARCH WG working practice with respect the handling comments made by WG members after calls where they could not attend.
3 Detailed Proposal

3.1 Analysis

In summer 2003 objections were raised to decisions taken while participants could not attend. It was agreed to allow comments against decisions that would imply revisiting the decision in the presence of the author of the comments. Changing this working practice was never discussed nor therefore agreed.
Following the analysis of conference call timing (white paper) and the request to mandate rotations when requested by members, the TP Officers gave guidance to the working group to pay special attention to issues discussed during call that can’t be attended by some. 

Working practices and guidance have included distributing early summary of the meeting and allowing comments or objections to be raised against them. Raising such comment or objection again allows revisiting the discussion in a follow-up call in presence of the author of the comment or objection.
3.2 Proposal

The working practice of allowing decisions to be revisited by members that could not attend a call should be maintained. If needed, the details of the practice may be clarified.
4 Intellectual Property Rights
