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1 Reason for Contribution

Since ARC made changes to the OSE v2 document (e.g., adding a terminal domain OSE picture), other parts of the current OSE document should change.  Contribution 0090 contained most of the necessary changes.  This contribution completes the chore (we hope) with 4 items from 0090, plus one item that was missed in 0090.
In this contribution we answer the concerns previously raised against 0090, so we are re-submitting the changes that were not agreed when 0090 was presented.

2 Summary of Contribution

The items discussed in this contribution were rejected during disposition of 0090 on the basis that (see OMA-ARC-2005-0102R02-ARCH-March1-ConfCall-Minutes) figure 1 of the OSE is subject to multiple interpretations and that there would be concern with having a PE layer in the terminal.

Document 0091R03 clarifies the model and decomposition of the OSE so figure 1 should not be considered ambiguous any more.

We believe that ARCH has already agreed on the need to use the same decomposition model for the terminal domain as for the Service Provider domain. 0091R3 has also further clarified the reasons. 
Indeed, 
· ARC has agreed that the logical structure of the terminal and the service provider domain are the same, consisting of a PE, execution environment, enablers, and bindings.  This was already identified in section 5.2.1. of OSEv.1 that “Thus, throughout this document, the OSE conceptual model also applies to a user terminal”. 
· The purpose of the PE as pointed out in ARC-0091R03 is to protect resources in the domain. The fundamental layering of the OSE also clearly applies to terminal domains. Indeed, as illustrations:

· The terminal domain has the requirement to make sure only authenticated and authorized requestors can interact with the resources on the terminal.  
· The PE will also enforce policies that an enterprise, for example, might impose on the devices that it provides to its employees, such as not allowing them access to adult content sites.  
· The PE can also protect the end user (based on his/her policies) from receiving spam or other unwanted inbound messages.
· Etc…

These and other restrictions on access to the terminal or usage of the terminal are controlled by policies set by the domain owner (some combination of the mobile operator, the end user, and possibly other entities like the end user’s employer).  
The OSE document should therefore state that all OSE domains have the same structure, and should use consistent wording throughout the document.
We propose generalizing the current chapter 5 to reflect the extension of the OSE to cover the structure of terminals.

As the concerns have been answered, we are re-submitting the changes (items 5, 8, 10, 20) and adding two changes (items 21 and 22) that were previously overlooked.
3 Detailed Proposal

1. Section 5.2.1, second paragraph change as follows: “Figure 1 illustrates any domain of the OSE architecture.”

2. Section 5.2.1, figure 1 change the label “Service Provider Domain” to “domain” and change the label of the “application” box that is outside the domain to “requestor (application or enabler)”.  Delete “Service Provider” from the phrase “Service Provider Execution Environment”.  Remove the “Execution Environment” box on the right of the figure.  Delete the right vertical in each “enabler implementation” box.  These changes should be made to all similar figures in the document.  Also change the caption to “Figure 1: OSE domain logical structure”
3. Section 5.2.9, first paragraph change as follows: “If required, the OSE provides a policy-based management mechanism to protect the underlying domain’s resources from unauthorized requests and to manage the use of these requests through appropriate charging, logging and enforcement of user privacy or preferences.”
4. Section 7.2 change as follows: the text in the section should be exactly the same as in section 7.1 (except of course replacing “Service Provider” by “terminal”).  The figure in 7.2 should look topologically like the one in 7.1, so the application box inside the domain should be the same size, and there should be an application box outside the box.   Both pictures should contain a PE box (like in figure 1 of section 5).
5. Section 5.3, table 1, row for I1 change as follows “I1 is the category of interfaces between enablers and the Execution Environment”
6. Section 5.2.3, fourth paragraph change as follows “Enabler implementations expose life cycle management interfaces (e.g. start, stop, trace, etc) that allow the domain to use infrastructure capabilities to manage the enabler's components”

4 Intellectual Property Rights
