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1 Reason for Change

During ARC’s Singapore meeting, document 147R01 was Agreed for v2.0 of the OSE. This CR recommends the same change be applied to OSE v1.0.

The change adds text to section 5.2.3 (Enabler Implementation) that clarifies an enabler may be defined i.e. specified as a proxy, a callable functions or both.

2 Impact on Backward Compatibility

No known backward compatibility issues.

Depending on their role or deployment model they will present an interface and be used as proxies or callable enablers.
