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1 Reason for Contribution

The OMS Service Provider Environment (OSPE) requirements document is now complete and has been submitted into TP R&A for approval as candidate.

This contribution provides an update to ARCH regarding the agreed content of the OSPE RD.

It also presents the latest OSPE WISPR and WID.

3 Detailed Proposal

The OMS Service Provider Environment (OSPE) requirements document is now complete and has been submitted into TP R&A for approval as candidate.

The OSPE RD was socialised with ARCH during the Barcelona meeting. However, in summary, the OSPE RD identifies use-cases and derives two sets of requirements for:

· Capabilities and interfaces to achieve life-cycle management, including plug & play, of components, applications and services.
· Service Level tracing: Service Level Tracing is the ability to capture and log all relevant information at each component within a service chain, associated with a specific service that is initiated either by an end user or a component.
The attached OSPE RD [1] is the document that has been submitted into TP R&A.

The OSPE WID [2] and WISPR [3] are also attached for information.

In terms of the next steps of OSPE, the WID identifies use cases and requirements, and also specifications. This means that OMA needs to continue to build on the OSPE requirements and develop appropriate Architecture documents and specifications for both life-cycle management and service level tracing.

The requirements were developed within the Requirements group. However, considering the completion of the RD, there now needs to be an appropriate group to take ownership of the subsequent AD and specification work.

It is proposed that the Arch group take responsibility for the Architecture phase, including any additional activities that may be identified during the AD phase, with the view on reviewing the subsequent steps following the completion of the ADs, i.e. to identify the appropriate working groups to develop the enabler specifications.

If this is agreeable then it is proposed that the OSPE WISPR be updated to reflect the agreements, e.g. the identification of the WG that will develop the AD work. In addition, it is also proposed that the WID be reviewed and updated as where necessary to reflect its accuracy in terms of deliverables and linked work items.

4 Intellectual Property Rights

5 Recommendation

It is recommended that the Arch group take responsibility for the Architecture phase of OSPE, i.e. ADs for life-cycle management and service level tracing.

It is proposed that Arch review the OSPE WISPR and WID to determine accuracy of dates, deliverables and linked work items. Based on the comments the editor will revise WID and WISPR accordingly.
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
