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1 Reason for Contribution

Feedback was received; it was felt that ARC should be more proactive during the AD development process.  Upon studying the .RD-DEV usage, ARC-OFFICERS found that there is a difference in expectations between AD-DEV and RD-DEV usage.  ARC-OFFICERS hope that by increasing the transparency in the case that other groups are developing ADs, ARC has an opportunity to be more proactive.
2 Summary of Contribution

Align AD-DEV usage with RD-DEV usage by modifying section 6.9 in ARC BP. 
3 Detailed Proposal

6.9 Does a WG have to use the OMA-AD-DEV mail?

To facilitate transparency, the Architecture Working Group strongly encourages Working Groups to use this mail list for AD development-related discussions. Among the benefits of using this mail list are: facilitating tracking AD discussions via the mail list’s archive, encouraging cross Working Group discussions, announcing conference calls and meetings to discuss Architecture Documents, etc.
