3 Detailed Proposal

5.3.1 Components


5.3.1.1 Process Management

The component “Process Management” provides the mechanism for service provider to design, execute and check the business process during life cycle management of components, applications and services. Based on the mechanism, service provider can design the procedure according to his own requirement. As a part of service life cycle, service subscription needs to be handled by Process Management. 

Besides these,Pprocess Management also needs to assure all the pre-conditions and post-conditions have been fulfilled before /after service provider deploys, activates/deactivates, modifies, upgrades or withdraws components, applications, services and subscriptions. The data dependency and provisioning logic also need to be maintained by this component for next step “Provisioning”. 

Things below will be done by Process Management in order to withdraw a component, application or service.

If withdraw a application or service, then:
1) Label the application or service to be removed to protect it from being subscribed by new user or being used by new applications/services.
2) Checks that there are no active subscriptions to the application;

3) Checks that there are no other services/applications using the application to be removed.
4) Removes the obsolete  application/service from the Service Provider environment;
5) Removes the obsolete configuration logic associated with the Application/service (e.g. configuration logic used to define how the application runs in the Service Provider environment);

6) Removes the details of the obsolete application/service from the Service Providers catalogue;

7) Detaches the obsolete service from its Service Package(s);
8) Updates the catalogue that describes the relationship and dependencies between the application and existing components.

If withdraw a component, then:
1) Labels the component to be removed to protect it from being used by new applications/services/components.

2) Checks that there is no other application/service/component needs this component.

3) Removes the obsolete components from the Service Provider environment;

4) Removes the details of the obsolete component from the components catalogue.
5.3.1.2 Provisioning

The component “Provisioning” is responsible for configuration and activation/inactivation of components, services and subscriptions.

“Provisioning ” receives specific provisioning request from process management or outside system, then invokes provisioning adapting to the particular resource.
