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1 Reason for Contribution

The PEEM policy discussions have been on-going for a while. The main issues are that on one hand some people are confused by the differences between the current PEEM policy definitions and the one from IETF PEP-PDP. On the other hand these differences are unavoidable because PEEM has a broader scope, capabilities and usage models than IETF PEP-PDP. To try following recommendations of OMA-ARC-2006-0004-Guidelines_policy_definitions_updates turns out very challenging. Reducing the scope via the definitions on the other hand is not acceptable.
2 Summary of Contribution

This contribution provides an alternative to address the issue that does not violate the guidelines proposed in OMA-ARC-2006-0004-Guidelines_policy_definitions_updates.
We do not want to disrupt the changes of resolution via new definitions (e.g. OMA-ARC-2006-0034-Comments_0016R02); however, we are afraid that there is no easy resolution path because of the difference that are inherent between PEEM and IETF PEP-PDP. We want an alternate path to be ready, if other approaches fail.
3 Detailed Proposal

3.1 Proposal
Remove the notions of Policy evaluation, execution and enforcement.
Use the following definitions

	P-Enforcement
	The processes of P-evaluation and P-execution.

	P-Evaluation
	Determination of whether the policy rules results in “true”

	P-Execution
	Execution of the action associated to the policy condition selected by P-evaluation


All other definitions are left the same.

3.2 Impact

PEEM AD, PEEM RD and OMA dictionary is to be updated similarly (remove policy enforcement, execution and evaluation and introduce the above).

3.3 Analysis of proposed resolution

As the policy operations have changed, the main issue with the older definitions is resolved: terms for the operations are different and therefore do not lead to confusion with IETF PEP-PDP definitions.

The approach maintains internal consistence and scope intended for PEEM.
4 Intellectual Property Rights

5 Recommendation

We recommend that the ARC WG agrees that proposal in section 3.1 is an appropriate way forward and considers this option if other approaches fail.
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
