3 Detailed Proposal

The requirements following requirements in OMA-ARC-2005-0335-Initial_ParlyinOSE_Use_Cases_and_Reqs were dropped in the agreed revision OMA-ARC-2005-0335R01-Initial_ParlyinOSE_Use_Cases_and_Reqs:

· The ParlayinOSE enabler MUST support realizing the OSE within a service provider domain who has deployed Parlay infrastructure

· The ParlayinOSE MUST position Parlay APIs in OSE and relate them to OMA enablers

· The ParlayinOSE enabler MUST position Parlay X in OSE and relate them to OMA enablers
· The ParlayinOSE MUST position Parlay framework with respect to OSE including PE and OMA enabler implementations

· The ParlayinOSE MUST position Parlay GW with respect to OSE

· The ParlayinOSE enabler MUST position SCSs with respect to OSE
The proposed re-phrasing are:

· The ParlayinOSE enabler MUST describe options to realize the OSE within a service provider domain who has deployed Parlay, including discussing role of Parlay Framework, Gateway and SCFs. 
· The ParlayinOSE enabler MUST describe how Parlay APIs (including Parlay X) and capabilities can be used in OSE.

· The ParlayinOSE enabler MUST describe options to relate Parlay APIs and capabilities with OMA enablers that provide similar functions (e.g Presence, messaging, …)
· The ParlayinOSE enabler MUST describe options to relate Parlay X and OMA enablers that provide similar functions.
· The ParlayinOSE MUST describe options to use Parlay framework to realize OSE within a service provider domain who has deployed Parlay.
