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1 Reason for Contribution

Provide initial text for some CBCS AD sections.  Note that in Paris OMA-REQ-CBCS-2006-0008R01-PEEM-and-GPM-implications-in-the-architecture was discussed during the CBCS AHG.  According to the notes (OMA-REQ-CBCS-2006-0020-MINUTES_06Feb2006-Paris) this contribution discusses a relation between PEEM and CBCS, and contributions were invited in the context of the AD to progress this work.
2 Summary of Contribution

This contribution contains initial text for some CBCS AD sections. It suggested that CBCS builds on PEEM and depends on PEEM in order to reuse the PEEM callable interface and PEEM management interface.
3 Detailed Proposal

5.1
Dependencies

To ensure the use of coherent terminology and consistent architectural mapping, this enabler reuses the PEEM AD as a baseline when defining a CBCS-specific PEEM callable interface and a CBCS-specific PEEM management interface. The high level PEEM requirements are defined in the PEEM RD [PEEM RD]. Note that the purpose of the PEEM RD and PEEM AD is not to mandate if and how enablers such as CBCS should support the PEEM callable interface and PEEM management interface. Instead, the CBCS RD [CBCS RD] and this document define CBCS enabler specific requirements and how to apply the PEEM callable interface and PEEM management interface. This enabler depends on PEEM [PEEM AD] for its PEEM specified callable interface (a.k.a. PEM-1) and PEEM specified management interface (a.k.a. PEM-2).

Functional Components and Interfaces

Figure 1 shows the CBCS enabler, along with three reference points between the Content Screening Component and the Content Screening Requester or Content Categorization Component, respectively.  These reference points are labelled CBCS-1, CBCS-2 and CBCS-3.
The CBCS Enabler is made up 4 components, 3 of which are storage components: CBCS Policy Rules, CBCS Subscriber & User Data and Other CBCS data.  The reference points between Content Screening Component and the component of storage type are not further specified as part of this enabler.  The reference point that includes the PEM-2 interface [PEEM AD] and is needed to manage the Content Screening Component is known as CSBS-3.  The CBCS-1 reference point includes PEM-1 [PEEM AD].  CBCS-2 is used to request that a Content Categorization Component categorizes content or its representation.
