	A technology-neutral set of (optional or mandatory) identifiers and types needed when requesting and performing policy evaluation or when returning the policy evaluation result.  Templates are likely specialised to satisfy the needs of one or more PEEM applications. A Template may include other Templates.


	PEEM application
	Another enabler that applies the PEEM enabler’s architecture and interfaces to evaluate and/or enforce enabler specific policies. PEEM applications can be expressed by Standardized or Custom Templates.


	Standardized Template
	A Template that is specified by the OMA.


	Custom Template
	A Template that is specified by some other organization.



Editor’s note 1: it is suggested in “OMA-ARC-2006-0142-PEM-1-TS-baseline-update” to have “normative template” replaced with “standardized template”.

Editor’s note 2: the TS needs to be further analysed if these definitions cause inconsistency.  Such inconsistencies need to be addressed with subsequent contributions such as “OMA-ARC-2006-0142-PEM-1-TS-baseline-update”.
