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1 Reason for Contribution

Reason is to propose bindings for the PEM-1 Interface.
2 Summary of Contribution

Contribution adds a new section where specific bindings are recommended to be used for PEM-1 interface.
3 Detailed Proposal

PEEM enabler can work mainly in two modes: proxy mode and callable mode. These two different behaviours will give support to different environments where policy enforcement is achieved following a different philosophy of interaction. 
Additionally, work has been done during the requirements and architecture phases in order to support the IETF PEP-PDP model, whilst the same has be done in order to be able to support a workflow based model.

In order to give proper support to the environments where the two policy enforcement behaviours will take place, we understand that two options should be used for the PEM-1 interface:

· Diameter, a protocol that is likely to be used in environments with IETF PEP-PDP working modes, and that will help in obtaining  interoperability with infrastructures coming from 3GPP.

· XML/SOAP, which will add a more suitable interface to non Diameter speaking entities, like 3rd party applications in an operator environment.

We understand also that, in order to provide the maximum interoperability and reduce technology divergence, no other bindings should be used for the PEM-1 interface, and hence, to the template binding section.
Due to this, we propose to add the following subsection to the PEM-1 TS-
5.6 Template Bindings
PEEM enabler implementations shall offer, at least, one of the following bindings for the PEM-1 Interface:

· Diameter

· SOAP

Other bindings are not precluded, but are not to be described in this specification.
