2 Summary of Contribution

This contribution provides comments to OMA-ARC-2006-0253R01-INP_GPM_Architecture_diagram_components_and_interfaces.
3 Detailed Proposal

With respect to the text in section 5.3.1 of OMA-ARC-2006-0253R01-INP_GPM_Architecture_diagram_components_and_interfaces, we do not agree that identification of permission rules is a steps that should be separated as is currently from the processing of the rules. We propose the following change to address this concern.

5.3.1
Permissions Checking and Management Component

The Permissions Checking and Management Component has the following features:

· 
· processes the Permissions Rules, i.e. goes through the following steps:

· may identify the Permissions Rules associated with the Permissions Checking request as part of the permission rule processing 

· evaluates Permissions Rules using input arguments received from a Permissions Checking Requester and other GPM context information (e.g. GPM protected permission targets, GPM protected attributes, GPM “ask management” additional information, etc ). The Permissions Checking Requester 

· determines, and returns to the Permissions Checking Requester (a resource that issues a Permissions Checking Request to GPM enabler) a decision indicating what action the Permissions Checking Requester should execute (see below)  as well as actions that the GPM enabler may need to execute before the access to a Target Attribute is to be granted (see below). The following are possible actions:

· ASK: Ask for consent from Ask Target,
· GRANT: Grant permission to release Target Attribute(s), 
· DENY: Deny permission to release Target Attribute(s),)

· provides the Permissions Rules management functions to a Management Requester - a resource that issues a request for performing functions such as:

· creating, reading, deleting, modifying, listing, suspending, resuming and prioritizing of Permissions Rules, overwriting priorities of Permissions Rules

· associating/disassociating permission rules with attributes, application feature sets, permissions targets

· notifies authorized principals when changes occur in permission rules, or protected attributes, or management roles/responsibilities 

· notifies authorized principals and/or queries them for consent on permissions checking decisions (e.g. send Ask Request to Ask Target)

NOTE 1: The Permissions Checking and Management component is realized using PEEM, with appropriate enhancements to address specific GPM requirements for GPM Permissions Rules expression, GPM permissions checking requests and GPM permissions rules management requests.

· NOTE 2: There are other functions captured by GPM requirements [GPM RD] which are considered important to GPM in defining internal GPM enabler implementation functionality, but may not be considered critical to GPM, and therefore may not be reflected in GPM specifications. Such functions support:assigning/retrieving/modifying/revoking/delegating management roles/responsibilities (e.g. per permissions target)

With respect to figure 1 and the the text in section 5.3.4 of OMA-ARC-2006-0253R01-INP_GPM_Architecture_diagram_components_and_interfaces, we do request that the interface be aligned with the PEEM AD and therefore treated as a delegated resource with the resources identified as dependencies instead of as currently done in OMA-ARC-2006-0253R01-INP_GPM_Architecture_diagram_components_and_interfaces. 

If there is a belief that we will need to specify aspects of the notifications, we recommend that this be not done as an identified interface at this stage but rather through an editor note that states that an interface may be added if there is a need to further specify the notification mechanisms performed by GPM beyond what can be achieved by delegating to other resources.
