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1 Reason for Contribution

In the CBCS Architecture diagram, two interfaces are described for the management of categories but also for the management and the definition of categorization rules. the goal of this contribution is to clarify the role of each interface.
2 Detailed Proposal

The AD diagram shows several interface concerning the management of rules and categories:
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The actual AD definitions for theses two interfaces are :

5.3.2 CBCS-2

The CBCS-2 interface is used to create, update and delete Content Categorization rules.

The PEM-2 management interface may be re-used for this CBCS interface. This can be determined as soon as PEM-2 details become available.
5.3.2 CBCS-3

The CBCS-3 interface is used to associate (create, update and delete) content signatures (e.g., URIs) with Content Categories.
5.3.4
PEM-2 Interface

The CBCS management interface to the content screening component is derived from PEM-2. It is used for managing (e.g., creating, deleting, viewing, or modifying) content screening rules.
The proposal of this contribution is :

1/ We propose to rename the Categorization Rules management interface to "PEM-2 " (is named now CBCS-2)
PEM-2 (management interface) (proposition of new text for all the PEM-2 section)
This interface is used for management of :

· the CBCS categorization component which receives, on the CBCS-1 interface, content to categorize and responds with the categories and attributes of the category, associated to this received content. This interface is used to create, update and delete the categorization rules needed to realize this association between the received content and the appropriate category.

· For the CBCS management interface to the content screening component, PEM-2 is derived from PEM-2. It is used for managing (e.g., creating, deleting, viewing, or modifying) content screening rules.

The proposal for the figure is:
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2/ The CBCS-3 interface is a provisioning interface used to Create, update, delete data used by the categorizations rules, 
for example:

· Create, update, delete categories and associated metadata

· Create, update, delete association between content and one or more categories
