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1 Reason for Change

The following comments provided during R&A process:
I notice that the document refers to various areas of IETF work. Have you considered adding a mention of and a reference to the current Email Address Internationalization (EAI) work?  I think this would be very helpful.  The document currently describes in some detail the old-style (pre-EAI) way of representing non-ASCII characters in email, so I think it would be good to also describe the proposed new way of freeing email from the ASCII restrictions.

Also, one of the lessons learned from past experience with internationalization, which was taken into consideration for EAI, is that in general, what this document describes as second-level encoding is problematic.  That is, any time you have an internal encoding and an additional external encoding, the internal encodings end up leaking out, causing confusion and interoperability problems. Further, whenever user interfaces are considered, that is, when the text will be displayed to a user or a user will type or copy in text, errors are inevitable when these second-level encodings are used. This is why EAI decided from the start that, rather than encode Unicode in a 7-bit secondary encoding (as is done with IDN), UTF8 will be used natively.

I believe that this document should recommend that, whenever possible, UTF8 be used natively rather than have secondary encodings (such as escape encodings).  I also think it would be helpful for the document to contain at least a brief mention of why it is better to natively use UTF8.
To capture these points, this contribution proposes adding a section to describe the past experiences and recent work and including clearer recommendation on the use of UTF8. This contribution also includes the clerical correction to improve the readability. 
R01 adds a very brief mention to the normalization and line ending issues in the introduction section, as there is a big impact on interoperability.
