The technical working group of the GSMA MAACSA would like to request OMA CBCS to review the work plan of the working group and investigate possible synergies between the OMA and GSMA activity on the requirements of the operator community.

The GSMA workstream looks at a number of key areas necessary for implementing technical mechanisms to restrict mobile users’ access to child sexual abuse images:

· A secure means of accessing legally authorised lists of sites on the WWW (URIs) where prohibited content is available. 

· Mechanisms, which can be deployed by, network infrastructure owners to restrict access to URIs. 

· Liaison with technical divisions of the Alliance’s agreed key stakeholder groups including law enforcement agencies, Internet watch foundation (IWF), Internet Safety Group (ISG) and the Financial Coalition Against Child Pornography (FCACP), Inhope, EU safe internet program

· Co-ordination with ICMEC/NMEC e.g. Microsoft on their initiatives including training for law enforcement personnel and DNS development,

· Gathering, documenting and sharing best practices 

· Coordination of operator reporting (Obtaining metrics) of the incidences of child sexual abuse content images being found in the mobile environment (in order to develop a better understanding of the levels of misuse of mobile services). 

The GSMA project next meets on the 28th July 2008 in London and extends an invitation to OMA/CBCS to attend and present the plans for deliver of the OMA enabler(s) to support the goals and objectives of the MAACSA.
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
