In CR 218R01 we have a new definition for Integrity: The property that data has not been altered or destroyed in an unauthorised manner. (ISO 7498-2)




The current Dictionary version has one as well: Integrity: (in the context of security) The avoidance of unauthorised modification of information.





Question: should the definition in CR 218R01 replace the current one?

- In OMA-ARC-2009-0254R01 Media Type: A class of information distinguished by its presentation format and/or interchange format. Examples include images, plain text, sounds and video.

- In current Dictionary: Media Type: A MIME media type or an identifier for a given data type.

- In OMA-ARC-2009-0254R01 Management Object:

A logical element that can contain or represent and manage configurable data and software within a Device. The data and/or software includes but is not limited to...

* Parameters such as connectivity address, User preferences, proxy settings, User Identity, etc.

* Software such as applications, applets, drivers, modules, firmware and their updates

- In current Dictionary: Management Object: A data model for information which is a logical part of the interfaces exposed by device for management purpose.

- In OMA-ARC-2009-0255R01Network Operator: An entity that is licensed and allocated frequency to operate a public mobile wireless telecommunications network for the purpose of providing publicly available commercial services.

- In current Dictionary: Network Operator: The entity providing network connectivity for a Device.

- In  OMA-ARC-2009-0256R01 OMA Service Environment: A logical architecture that provides a common structure for specifying enablers

- In current Dictionary: OMA Service Environment: this is the environment in which OMA enabler implementations are deployed. This OMA Service Environment (OSE) architecture consists of components and the interfaces to be used to those components. Service enabler implementations must be developed according to OMA specifications and provide/use interfaces defined by the specifications.
