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1 Reason for Change

It is proposed to add the Subscribe/Notify functionality as described and for the reasons below.

· Reason for proposed changes

· The publish/subscribe pattern is commonly used to access dynamic data such as presence information for example

· It enables Data Consumers to subscribe to notification of changes of that data instead of periodically polling the data source to get up-to-date information

· Such periodic polling would lead to load and scalability issues

· As such dynamic data could be published through the SUPM-1 interface, a subscribe/notify functionality on that interface is required to avoid Data Consumers to periodically poll the SUPM enabler
· Early discussions in ARC WG

· Early (as yet to be agreed) discussions have taken place on possible use of protocols (e.g. SOAP) which support subscribe/notify mechanisms over the SUPM-1 interface, or even re-use of other enablers indirectly providing such mechanisms (e.g. GSSM)

· Regardless of whether GSSM and/or SOAP are used, there is no additional overload for SUPM activities or developers to support Subscribe/notify functionality
· Benefits of clear subscribe/notify requirements

· Easier programming of Data Consumers invocation of SUPM ( -> simplified user applications, avoid “check if new data” programme loops)

· SUPM-1 interface efficiencies ( -> fewer read requests/responses)

· avoid overloading SUPM implementation, scalability improvement (-> increased efficiencies and smaller scale SUPM implementations)

· data relevance and “freshness” ( -> applications have latest user profile information, not use out of data information)

· improved user experience ( -> services and contextualisation as per users’ most recent request)
