Thank you for the response to the original liaison statement from GSMA ACCESS to OMA ARC (ref: OMA-LS_918-OMA_ARC_to_GSMA.doc). Regarding the specific actions suggested:
· GSMA ACCESS will encourage members to support and engage in the OMA WIDs via participation in the conference calls, contribution/review of input documents.

· GSMA ACCESS will provide use cases to support the requirements, in order to support the market need for various functions. Following review the following requirements are descoped:

· M2M APIs (as requirements for the APIs and enablers are still evolving, we will readdress this as part of OneAPI v4)

· Advertising (although some APIs are available, the advice from the GSMA Mobile Advertising Group is that OneAPI v3 would be too early to include common advertising APIs, and we should defer to a later version)

· Balance Check. The rationale for balance check has been discussed again by the Access group, and we find that the existing reserve/capture mechanism can instead be used to meet the use cases.
· Therefore I will submit a new scope document to clarify the OneAPI v3 scope.

· Note that Access have received an API definition for ‘User context’ from Telefonica Bluevia which we will review. This can form the basis of a RESTful Customer Profile API, and we will submit details following the review.

· Where change requests upon existing APIs, I will encourage ACCESS members to contribute and co-sign the CRs, and join the appropriate calls.

In addition, members of OMA ARC Net-APIs are providing status updates regarding those APIs that support the OneAPI v3 functional set, as well as work around API support functions such as authorisation (Autho4API). This will help ensure close co-operation between the two groups in order to facilitate API production.
