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1 Overview

ARC-SCT would like to thank GlobalPlatform for their liaison providing the “Secure Element Access Control specification” (GP Device Committee) for comments.
ARC-SCT considers that this specification can be used to prevent access to card applications (meaning Network Access Applications (NAA) as defined in ETSI TS 102 221 in our case) from Connection Manager Applications.
Access rules associated with the hash of the Connection Manager Application and the AID of the NAA have to be defined in the ARA (Access Rules Application).
2 Proposal

ARC-SCT raises some concerns when the NAA is a SIM or R-UIM as no AID is defined for those “Telecom Applications”.

ARC-SCT would like to highlight these SIM and R-UIM use cases to GlobalPlatform and would like GlobalPlatform to take the appropriate actions in order to be able to use / reference “Secure Element Access Control specification” for all types of NAA (SIM, R-UIM, USIM, CSIM, ...).
