· The new API requirements introduced by RCS-e are the following:

· 1. Chat API requirements extension to cover message notifications and new session model.

· 2. Capability Discovery API requirements

· 3. Anonymized Customer Reference (ACR) API requirements

· The main difference between Chat One to One API: “confirmed” mode versus “ad-hoc” mode and GSMA is kindly requested that both supported by OMA REST_NetAPI_Chat V1_0.
