Q2/13 and Q3/13 appreciate your efforts and the progress on the development of Network APIs and Service Exposure Framework, which can be certainly relevant for two specifications developed inside Study Group 13. 
As you might already know, Q2/13 and Q3/13 have developed, respectively, ITU-T Recommendation Y.2301 (2013), focused on the requirements and capabilities of NICE (Network Intelligence Capability Enhancement), and ITU-T Recommendation Y.NICE-Arch, focus on the functional architecture of NICE (consented at July SG13 meeting).  In these two documents, requirements and functions of the NICE open environment functional entity are defined. The NICE open environment functional entity aims to provide programmable interface for exposure of NICE capabilities to application providers and developers, and requires the support of standard Application Programming Interfaces (APIs) to invoke awareness and resource assignment features by a 3rd party application provider. In this regard, NICE could benefit from the Network APIs and Service Exposure Framework developments of OMA.
Q2/13 and Q3/13 would like to thank you for your consideration and look forward to future collaboration.
