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1 Reason for Contribution

In Budapest, the INP 0036 raised the questions whether OAuth 2.0 scope values of the two profiles of OMA RESTful NetAPI could eventually be the same as the scope values defined for OMA RESTful NetAPI .
For analysis, this INP takes the example of Messaging API and compares the resources and HTTP methods for the full API and its two profiles RCS and OneAPI. 

2 Summary of Contribution

This INP attempts to answer the question whether profiles of OMA RESTful NetAPI could eventually be the same as – or inherit somehow from - the scope values defined for OMA RESTful NetAPI .
3 Detailed Proposal

Below is the summary of resources and operations defined for OMA RESTful Messaging API (denoted NetAPI in the tables), and its two profiles RCS and OneAPI. References used where:

The ”red ” RCS denotes a probable error in the profile.

The “blue” Resource URI denotes a case that would prevent the inheritence of scope values from the main NetAPI to its profile, e.g. because not only the allowed operations on the resources are not the same between OMA NetAPI and its profiles, but also because the profiles do not allow PUT, POST or DELETE on these resources, but not GET.
