Version 1.0

The main objective is to re-use IETF OAuth 2.0 specifications, by referencing and profiling the specifications as needed for use by OMA RESTful APIs and extend (if required so) OAuth 2.0. Additional extensions, but not changes to OAuth 2.0 specifications, may be included in order to meet the scope of Autho4API v1.0.

In particular differences with [draft-ietf-oauth-v2] are as follows:

· Extensions:

· OMNA registry for scope values.
· Authorization endpoint extension parameter “oma_secondary_channel”, for out-of-band delivery of Authorization Response.
· Deployment scenarios for the environments where multiple service providers expose the same service.  

· Method for resolving resource server location from an issued access token. 

· Client and authorization server behavior description for the technical realization of one-time access tokens.

· Complements:

· Considerations on scope value definitions.
· Considerations on self-contained access token formats.
· Considerations on service discovery.
· Considerations on native applications, and HTTP redirect capture mechanisms.
This specification besides mandates the use of bearer access tokens defined in [draft-ietf-oauth-v2-bearer]. Support of other types of access tokens is out of scope.
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
