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1 Reason for Contribution

As a follow-up of the previous discussions on the direction to follow with the CAB APIs in relation to ALM APIs, this contribution captures the 2 options available, as per online and offline feedback. 
R01 – add co-signer, clarify recommendation.
2 Summary of Contribution

Document provides 2 possible options for the way forward with CAB APIs and ALM APIs.
3 Detailed Proposal

OPTION A (one OMA Addressbook API):
· modify slightly the ALM resources to enable its reuse and further extension by CAB APIs

· Add CAB APIs extensions as a separate revision into ALM APIs TS

ISSUE to resolve: 

Potential timeline impacts, work needed in parallel to cover both, big/bulky API. Still need to identify the subset of resources valid for CAB APIs.
OPTION B (CAB APIs TS as a separate extension to ALM):

· modify slightly the ALM resources to enable its reuse and extension by CAB APIs

· reuse ALM APIs in CAB APIs and add CAB APIs extensions in the CAB APIs TS

ISSUE to resolve: 
2 OMA specifications for contacts APIs, although they are complementing each other (no overlap).

In order to enable reuse of ALM APIs resources by CAB APIs, for both OPTIONS A and B, the following ALM resources were identified for modifications:

RECOMMENDATION:
Considering the timeline as well as the difficulty to work in parallel on both ALM APIs and CAB APIs within one specification at the same time (i.e. OPTION A), the recommendation is for ARC WG to agree with OPTION B.
