6 Detailed Change Proposal

Change 1:  text with modification

5.3.2 Content Categorization Component

The Content Categorization Component has the following features:

· Upon request made via the CBCS-1 interface, this component maps Content/other information (e.g., reference to the Content) to a set of Content Categories which are returned. This content might have been already pre-categorized via CBCS-3 Interface, or may be determined during the processing of Content Categorization Rules, or by a combination of both. Content Category Rules may include the use of different functions (e.g. pattern recognition). Internal functions (e.g. pattern recognition) that may be involved during the determination of the Content Categories to be returned are not directly exposed through the CBCS-1 interface.
· Provides the management functions of creating, deleting, modifying and viewing of 

· Content Categogization rules via CBCS-2 Interface
· The association between the content (e.g. a reference to the content or the content itself)  and a Content Category via CBCS-3 Interface

The behavior of the categorization component may vary: upon a CBCS-1 request, a first step may be to search the pre-categorized contents to check if there is a match for the requested content, and if so a second step would be to retrieve the pre-assigned category. If there were no match within the pre-categorized content, then categorization rules, pattern recognition functions, etc. would apply. It could also be the other way around: decide that categorization rules, pattern recognition, etc. have precedence over pre-categorized content. These behaviors are defined by invoking a rule managed via CBCS-2.

As two CBCS-1 arrows are represented in figure 1, this component can be used either by the Content Screening Component or another requestor.

5.3.3 CBCS-3 Interface

The CBCS-3 interface is used to associate (create, delete, modify and view associations) Content with Content Categories, creating a set of pre-categorized content.
Typical usages of this interface could be:

· 3rd party companies specialized in categorizing content freely available on the Internet. These companies would use the CBCS-3 Interface in order to provide the content and its associated categories, facilitating the task of the Service Provider in categorizing content.
· Content Provider Companies uploading content in the Service Provider’s repositories, and providing the associated category.

· Government or other official/regulatory organisms that require the ability to pre-categorize some contents for being considered harmful (national security, illegal content, etc)

These contents and their associated categories could, for instance, be located in a repository, for later use by the CBCS enabler in its screening/categorization functions, but these are implementation options and are out of the scope of this document.

5.3.4 CBCS-2 Interface

.
The CBCS-2 management interface to the Content Categorization Component is used to create, delete, modify and view Content Categorization Rules.
This interface is particularly useful to support those cases where there is a need to categorize the content, but such content has not being pre-categorized via CBCS-3 interface. In this case, categorization rules may provide the necessary mechanisms to categorize the content.
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
