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1 Reason for Change

We need to add the content signature in the association table for pre categorized content. This CR provides a definition for content signature and the text to add to the CBCS-3 definition.
A content signature is a numeric fingerprint of content (e.g. audio signatures of music contents). For movie content we can have two content signatures, one for the audio part and one for the video part. Pre categorized content are well known for music, where the music provider provide associations tables between content signature and category with copyright rules for theirs music's products. This association has to be possible via the CBCS-3 interface as well as the association of URI to category is available in the AD now.
R01 proposes a modification on the change regarding CBCS-3
