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1 Reason for Change

The Pre-Categorized Content format specified in the current version of the CBCS Technical Specification (OMA-TS-CBCS-V1_0-20071017-D) can carry the identity of the Content Provider, in compliance with the CBCS Requirements Document.
This is adequate if the Content Provider itself has pre-categorized its Content (one could call this “self-categorization” or “self-rating” which is common in the Content Industry).  However, there may also be scenarios in which the Content Provider has obtained the Content Categories for the Pre-Categorized Content from a separate Categorization Entity.
In these cases it may be useful that Pre-Categorized Content contains also the identity of the Content Category provider, i.e. the Categorization Entity that provided the Content Categories in the Pre-Categorized Content.  The identity of the Content Category provider is currently not included in the Pre-Categorized Content format and we propose to add it as an optional parameter.
2 Impact on Backward Compatibility

There is no impact on backward compatibility.
3 Impact on Other Specifications

There is no impact on other specifications.
4 Intellectual Property Rights

5 Recommendation

We kindly request ARC to discuss this proposal and agree on the addition of the Content Category provider in the Pre-Categorized Content format, as detailed in section 6 below.
6 Detailed Change Proposal

Change 1:  Add Content Category provider to Pre-Categorized Content specification
In the bullet list of section 5.1.2 in document OMA-TS-CBCS-V1_0-20071017-D, add the following bullet:
· category-provider is a token or string that identifies the Content Category provider.  The Pre-Categorized Content SHOULD include this element if the Content was categorized by a Categorization Entity [CBCS-RD] other than the Content Provider itself.  The CBCS Enabler MAY use the category-provider to determine whether it considers the source of the Content Categories in the Pre-Categorized Content trustworthy.  If so, then the CBCS Enabler MAY decide to use the Content Categories provided in the Pre-Categorized Content to screen the content, or otherwise the CBCS Enabler SHOULD request Content Categories from a trusted Categorization Entity before screening the Pre-Categorized Content.
Modify the ABNF specification of the pre-categorized content element as follows (the third line is added with respect to the original specification in section document OMA-TS-CBCS-V1_0-20071017-D):

And in the ABNF specification add the following line to specify the category-provider element:
category-provider = * CHAR        ; free text to identify the category provider
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
