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1 Reason for Contribution

To initiate discussion of DCD charging models for consideration in the MCC input to DCD.
2 Summary of Contribution

The different business models are described to point out the interfaces that need to be defined for DCD charging.
3 Detailed Proposal

A set of business models is described below. These are not meant as a specific limitation on the business models under which DCD can be a service enabler, but to illustrate and to some degree prioritize the specification of charging functions and interfaces supporting business model selection flexibility for DCD Service Providers and Content Providers.

Explanation of the “parties” in the following discussion: the user is the 1st party. The Operator is the 2nd party. 3rd parties are all other individuals or organizations.

The organization of the business models is per the role that actors take in DCD:

· Operator acting as DCD Service Provider and Content Provider (as a content source or aggregator).

· The DCD Service Provider and Content Providers are 3rd parties (Operator providing only the network access for users).  

· Operator acting as DCD Service Provider. Content Providers are 3rd parties.

· Operator acting as Content Provider (as a content source or aggregator). The DCD Service Provider is a 3rd party.

Within these business models, different entities will need interfaces to the charging enabler for different purposes:

· The subscription provider (via the entity which receives/handles subscriptions) will be the actor which charges the end user, based upon the service plan being subscribed to. Thus the subscription provider has the primary end-user charge recording responsibility. However, Bill-on-Behalf-Of (BOBO) arrangements may require charge recording by other entities (e.g. the DCD Server, upon DCD subscription provisioning).
· Other entities may need to record events for revenue sharing or cost recovery. 

The manner in which subscription occurs will further drive the need for OMA-specified interfaces to the charging enabler:
· For DCD subscription (i.e. subscription occurring via the related DCD-3 interface functions):
· As the primary subscription method covered by the DCD TS, is appropriate for OMA-specified chargeable event recording.

· For DCD-external subscription (i.e. subscription occurring directly between DCD-Enabled Client Applications and Content Providers):

· As non-DCD entities, Content Provider direct use of the OMA charging enabler is out of scope for the DCD TS. Content Providers may still choose to use the OMA charging enabler, but OMA does not specify any particular requirements on Content Providers for that purpose, as part of DCD.
· Where DCD Service Providers support BOBO for Content Providers, the DCD subscription provisioning that occurs as a result of external subscription provides a useful trigger for chargeable event recording by the DCD Server on behalf of the Content Providers.

For each business model several charging interfaces might be implemented. However as the potential interface between Content Providers and the Charging Enabler is out of scope of this specification, the only targeted use cases will be those requiring interface between DCD enabler entities and the Charging Enabler: 
· DCD-internal subscriptions
· DCD-external subscriptions where the DCD Service Provider records chargeable events, e.g. for Bill-on-Behalf-Of, revenue sharing, or cost recovery arrangements.
4 Intellectual Property Rights
