Change 1:  Modify the text as proposed 

Interface to other resources

· Like in the [PEEM-AD, Section 5.3.5], the Interface to other external resources is not specified by GPM. 
· This interface may be used, for example:

·  in the Permissions Rules evaluation process when the evaluation of conditions may require delegation of functions to other resources (e.g. user context, …)
· when a decision requires a notification to an authorized principal, the notification SHALL contain at least the following attributes:
· The Target Attribute Requester identity 

· Target Attribute Consumer identity 

· The attributes/group of attributes requested.

· This interface also may be used to obtain information about the willingness/unwillingness to receive an ask request.
· when an “ask request” has to be performed before returning the decision to the Permissions Checking Requester. 
· The “Ask Request” is modelled as an outbound message to a target, with the expectation of a response. The response is associated to the Ask Request target. The notification and the outbound Ask request can be performed by existing mechanisms. These mechanisms may involve: SMS, MMS, WAP PUSH and SIP Push, etc. Protocols for these deliveries are not specified in this specification. The GPM enabler implementation has to ensure correlation between ask request and its response, but that is outside the scope of this enabler definition.

· A response to an outbound ask request can be associated to the outbound request based on matching the sender of the response.
