Initial content proposal for GPM Permissions Rules section 5.2 in the baseline GPM TS.
2 Summary of Contribution

The GPM Architecture Document, in section 5.3.2, defines mandatory and optional input and output parameters for the Permission Checking Request and Response. This contribution proposes initial text for these parameters.
3 Detailed Proposal

5.2 Permissions Rules

A GPM permission rule (i.e. a PEEM policy) SHALL be represented as an XML document. The schema for such a GPM permission rule (i.e. a PEEM policy) SHALL conform to [PEL TS]. One or both of the PEL options (i.e. Ruleset Framework and/or Business Processes) may be used for Permissions Rules.
Editor’s note: During the development of the GPM TS, ARC may identify the need to express or standardize specific conditions. In this case, PEM may require extensions. This is FFS.
