	Further study is required on how to associate Permissions Rules with a Permissions Target. PEM-2 does not pass the Permissions Target as an explicit parameter. A possibility is to group the Permissions Rules per Permissions Target, in a directory structure. Such a directory structure would then have to be specified as part of this GPM TS.

	Further study is required on how to deal with the Permissions Rules management function “list”. In part, it depends on the interpretation of the semantics for “list”. If “list” is to be interpreted as a list of “read” operations, one could use a sequence of PEM-2 View Policy operations, with one invocation per GPM permission rule identifier (i.e. Policy Identifier/XCAP URI). However, that implies that you know the XCAP URI for all the rules, for a particular target. How would you know? A different interpretation of “list” could be that it is a listing of the XCAP URIs themselves (i.e. you don’t know what they are, and want to obtain a list – so you can go read them).

	Further study is required on how to deal with the Permissions Rules management functions “suspend” and “resume”. “Suspend” cannot be mapped to the Delete operation, because this operation releases the XCAP URI, and hence the permissions rule cannot be “resumed” again. Perhaps the Modify operation can be used to change an attribute or element in the XML document representing the permissions rule, but that may require a change to the XML Schema of PEL. Perhaps a “suspended” permission rule can be placed in a separate repository.

	Further study is required on how to deal with the Permissions Rules management function “set priorities”. Perhaps the Modify operation can be used if “priority” is part of the PEL Schema for BPEL and Commonpol.

	In order to re-use PEM-2 without change, while meeting the GPM requirements, each Permissions Rule would have to be manageable as a separate entity, hence would have to be represented by a separate XML document. This restriction is imposed by the re-use of PEM-2, rather than the re-use of XCAP (which PEM-2 is based on). XCAP supports management of XML document tags. A GPM dependency on XCAP directly may allow for the GPM management operations of the individual permissions rules, while not mandating that they are stored in separate XML documents.

FFS: to decide whether to re-use PEM-2 as is (i.e. GPM Permissions Rules are each in a separate XML document) or extend PEM-2 in GPM to allow for management of tags, or CR PEM-2 to support management of tags inside the policy (possibly restrict it to the management of complete rules; and maybe restrict it to the PEL ruleset option only – since this would be difficult in the case of using BPEL).
