The detailed description of functional components and interfaces of GSSM architecture, which is essential for defining GSSM architecture and interfaces, is not presented in current GSSM AD document.

This contribution proposes the detailed description of the GSSM-2 interface for section 5.3 of GSSM AD.
3 Detailed Proposal

5.3 Functional Components and Interfaces
5.3.x GSSM-2 Interface
GSSM-2 is subscription validation interface that provides subscription validation functions for Subscription validation Requestor. Using GSSM-2 interface, Subscription Validation Requestor sends subscription validation request to Subscription Validation Component corresponding to certain service (delivery) request, and receive the validation responses from Subscription Validation Component which indicate the certain service (delivery) request is valid.

· Must include:
· Message ID (to match the subscription validation request and  response)
· Version of the interface
· Identity of  subscription validation requestor    
· Identity of the principal requesting the service. 
· Identity of the Service
· May include:
· Identity of subscriber of the service subscription

· Specific parameters of the corresponding service request, e.g. which channel user wants to watch, user preferred service delivery method(s).
· Output parameters in the subscription validation response

· Must include 

· Message ID (to match the subscription validation request and  response)
· Version of the interface

· Result indicating if the subscription to the service allows service to be delivered to the principal that requested it or error code if the service subscription does not allow the service to be delivered to the principal. This error code must describe why the service delivery is not granted.
· May include

· Other necessary information for service delivery and execution, e.g. an identity list of group members for a service validation request related to a group.
