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1 Reason for Contribution

If a GSSM requester request to modify a subscription, the Subscription Management Component needs to check whether the modification is permitted (e.g. a service is depend on another service, it’s not permitted to un-subscribe a service without un-subscribe the depended service first). If the validation is passed, then the subscription data can be modified from Subscription Management Component and Profile Management Component. To realize this requirement, the Subscription Management Component needs to check the condition from BSS and/or Subscription Validation Component. This contribution purpose to describe this modification flows.
2 Summary of Contribution

This contribution proposed to add a modification flows to the GSSM AD.
3 Detailed Proposal

5.4.2 Flow of Subscription Management –Service Subscription Modification
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Description:

1) The Subscription Management Requestor uses GSSM-1 interfaces to send a request for a modification of service subscription to the GSSM Subscription Management Component;

2) Upon receipt of the request, the Subscription Management Component sends a validation request to the BSS or Subscription Validation Component to check weather the modification is valid (e.g. the user has subscribed a fixed one year contact, it’s not permitted to un-subscribe a service before the contact expire); Whether to check from BSS or Subscription Validation Component is depend on deployment requirement;
3) The validation result message is returned by BSS and/or Subscription Validation Component to indicate whether the modification is permitted;

4) If the validation result is OK, then the GSSM Subscription Management Component request for the modification of subscription profile from the Profile Management Component.

5) The Profile Management Component return the confirm information.
6) The GSSM Subscription Management Component notifies some other enablers/resources about the service subscription changes;

7)  A response for modification is returned from the Subscription Management Component to the Subscription Management Requestor.
