2 Summary of Contribution

This contribution comments on OMA-ARC-GSSM-2008-0005.

3 Detailed Proposal

3.1 Comments to Analysis

We note that document  OMA-ARC-GSSM-2008-0005 conmtinue to question the separation of roles between GSSM-1 and GSSM-3. We remind the authors that this was the hartd to reach consensus of the Seoul face to face and that revisiting it will reuslt into revisiting the proposed architecture. we agreed to the architecture on this basis of the structure agreed so far. That should be clearly understood. That means in particular that no change to make GSSM-3 as write will be accepted without first an AI to then revisit if the architrecture is acceptable. 

To answer the sole and recurrening question asked by document  OMA-ARC-GSSM-2008-0005, the difference between GSSM-1 and GSSM-3 is that GSSM-1 can be used to see and manipulate data by delagation to BSS while GSSM-3 is used to aggregate that same data owned by the BSS.

Why is it useful and does it matter? because in most operator system, BSS is data driven. The data is available in a set of repository and there is value to provide an aggregated view to see it from an run tiem service point of view. hence GSSM-3. This can also beoptimzied for fast access etc. GSSM-1 involves manipulation data. These are typically much less time critical but require ensuring that all resulting business process in OSS and BSS are taking place as a resulgt of the changes (e.g. serviec activation and provisioning, tracking, rate updates, assets updates or delivery etc...).

There is enormous value to expose an aggergated view of the subscriber data across the myriad of repositories the OSS/BSS may have to store such data. So there is value for the aggerated view. There is danger for aggregated manipulation without delegation to the data owner as explained. So we should disdcourage having manipulation / write added to the interface but rather provide in a separate interface.

Is GSSM-1 enough? Yes but just as GSSM-2 is not needed then and we would insit to also remove GSSM-2... Indeed GSSM-3 allows for optimization of the data view in the aggregated / virtual view...

We thought we had explained that in  OMA-ARC-GSSM-2008-0002 and that this was clearly understood after Seoul. Apparently it was not...

3.2 Changing the subscriber profile

Document  OMA-ARC-GSSM-2008-0005 asks for discussion of the analysis. We hope this answers the question and satisfy the request. We see not other steps to be taken as a result.
