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1 Reason for Change

1. The user who use the service, the initiator of the subscription, and the payer may be different , so we suggest to divide the identity of subscriber  into identity of the initiator and the identity of the payer.
2. Profile management interface shall include getting current subscription profile and getting historical subscription profile, so we suggest that list them apart and discuss them in detail.
3. Correct the clerical error from the original contribution.

5.3.3 GSSM-3 Interface

GSSM-3 is the data access interface for subscription profile management, (i.e. read, FFS for write). Using the GSSM-3 interface, the Profile Management Requestor sends a request to the Profile Management Component for acquiring the corresponding subscription profile relating to the principal in the input request and receives the required subscription profile data from the Profile Management Component.
