1 Reason for Contribution

Action items GSSM-2009-A008 and GSSM-2009-A009 were given in Helsinki.
Summary of Contribution

This contribution presents reviews comments to OMA-AD-GSSM-V1_0-20081020-D.
2 Detailed Proposal

Regarding GSSM-1 as is currently specified in GSSM TS (OMA-TS-GSSM-V1_0-20090410-D), it is our opinion that the proposed interface does not at this stage reflect the principles agreed in OMA-ARC-GSSM-2009-0008-CR_fix_Subscriber_profile_issues. Impact to address could however be reasonably mitigated.

GSSM-1 currently reads as explicitly listing the service subscription operation instead of operation on data model + specific data model related to service subscription. So, the functions 

· Subscribe service
· Unsubscribe service

· Suspend subscription

· Resume subscription

· Change an existing subscription parameters
· Access subscription profile.
Should be expressed as operations of the type:

GSSM1-Request = “operation-descriptor:” operation-descriptor CRLF 
(get-req-parameter/            ; 
set-req-parameter
)             ; 
operation-descriptor =   “GET”         ; 
                       / “SET”         ; 
Where get-req-parameters and get/set-req-parameters are expanded to allow:

· Any data access by adding a first {BLOB,Schema Identifier or URI} parameter

· When annotated as OMA_Subscription_model? Then the rest of the parameters are:

· Access-req-parameters for GET

· Set_identifier  for {subscribe, unsubscribe, suspend, resume and modify} followed by corresponding {subscribe,unsubscribe, suspend, resume, modify}-req-parameters.

[I.e. theset/get operations can access other schemas and operations like subscribe, unsubscribe, suspend, resume and modify are recognized as set]

As a result the response is similarly handled with more generic RESULT CODE (SUCCESS / FAILURE) and further documentation of result as an extra parameter when request was for OMA_Subscription_model.

Regarding reuse, GSSM-2 can be limited to GET / Access subset of GSSM-1.

We also would appreciate feedback on the terminology the group would favor to use for “OMA_Subscription_model”.
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
