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1 Reason for Contribution

The GSSM-1 ACCESS operation can be used to request accessing of the Subscription profile with the access parameters. The result of GSSM-1 Access Operation is  a list of zero or more subscription profile(s). If one user subscribe many services and request all the subscription profiles of the user, there may be a large number of subscription profiles in response. Access by page may be the better way. But the Subscription Management Requestor can not access subscription profile by page via GSSM-1 interface in GSSM TS(OMA-TS-GSSM-V1_0-20090410-D). 
2 Summary of Contribution

This contribution proposes the GSSM-1 Access Operation support pagination.
3 Detailed Proposal

We propose to add paging parameters to the GSSM-1 Access Operation request and response parameters. Then the GSSM-1 Access Operation can support pagination.
