In this case the user buys an event ticket from merchant using a terminal wallet. The ticket is downloaded to the mobile terminal after authorised payment. A separate receipt is received by the user to confirm the amount of the transaction.

The user subsequently performs a local object transction to activate the barrier at the event.
Assumptions

· The user uses a payment instrument selected from a terminal wallet

· The bank authenticates the user (either directly or via a third party)

· The user can read the receipt and ticket to inspect the details of the transaction

· The ticket is bought via the mobile internet
Additional Case 2 (y)
The user pays for parking at a parking payment point in an underground carpark (off their cellular network). The user selects a credit card or e-money purse for payment from their terminal wallet. A local proximity transaction takes place. After any required authorisation, a token is passed to the terminal wallet ‘locally’ with which to activate the exit gates of the car park. A receipt is also issued.
