6 Detailed Change Proposal

1.1.11 Balance Check

This scenario describes a balance check done prior to service provisioning. A user wants to buy a new ringing tone, logo, etc. to his mobile phone. Because the price of the service is small, the content provider only wants to make a balance check without any reservation.

 Assumptions:

· Delivery confirmation is not considered.

· PSP makes a balance check, but no reservation from the user’s account.

· The result of the balance check only indicates whether the user’s account has enough credits or not.

· It is not guaranteed that the user’s account will have credit left when the content provider requests for the payment after the service is delivered.

User View:

The user view is not affected by the balance check.

Content Provider View:

The content provider gets a request for content and displays a list of PSPs available to the user for payment. Content provider then contacts the selected PSP to request for balance check. As soon as a positive balance check response is received the content provider provides the service. 

PSP View:

The PSP gets a request for balance check from the content provider. After ensuring that the user has enough credits for the service, a positive balance check response is returned to the content provider.

1.1.12 UC XX: Personalisation of a payment application

In this scenario it is assumed that a particular application is needed on a mobile device in order to enable payment from the mobile device. A user wishes to use the mobile device for payment and contacts the issuer of the payment instrument she wishes to use with the device. The issuer directs the user to where she may download the application, and the user downloads the application to her mobile device. The user is able to verify that the application is genuine, and not a rogue or malicious application.
1.1.13 UC XX: Issuer details provisioned in payment application

In this scenario it is assumed that a particular application is need on a mobile device in order to enable payment from the mobile device. The user has this application on his device, but needs to have the issuer provision the payment instrument details in the application.

The user contacts his issuer, who securely downloads the details of the user’s payment instrument into the application. The user is then able to make payments with the mobile device.
1.1.14 UC XX: Update of payment details stored in mobile device

A user has a payment application in her mobile device, which has been provisioned with details of various payment instruments. The details of a particular payment instrument have changed (for example, an associated card has expired and a new card has been issued with a different expiry date) and need to be updated.

The issuer sends notification to the user’s mobile device of the availability of an update. The user securely downloads the new details into her mobile device, which replace the old details.

1.1.15 UC XX: Update of payment application

A user has a payment application in his mobile device, which has been provisioned with details of various payment instruments. The payment application needs to be upgraded to a new version (possibly for bug fixes or to enable new functionality).
The user is informed of an update to the payment application. The user securely downloads the update to the application, and is able to verify the integrity and source of the application. The details of the various payment instruments are migrated to the upgraded application, and the user may continue to use the device for mobile payments.
1.1.16 UC XX: Deletion of payment application

The user has a payment application in her mobile device, which has been provisioned with details of various payment instruments. The user decides that she no longer wishes to use this mobile device for payment. She selects to delete the payment application from her device. All associated payment instrument details are also deleted. The device may also inform the issuers of the payment instruments that the application has been removed from the device.
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
