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1 Reason for Contribution

Comments to the proposed work item on the split of work between OMA and 3GPP.

2 Summary of Contribution

From the WID it cannot be currently seen that cooperation between OMA MCC WG and the relevant working groups in 3GPP is needed. We think that it is essential when work split between other organisations is considered. It is also not clear what kind of a document the deliverable will be. This contribution proposes to clarify these issues. In addition this contribution also proposes a clarification to the relation of this WI to the work done in 3GPP on access charging.

3 Detailed Proposal

Description and Objectives of Work to be Undertaken (including Justification and Use Cases):

The objective of this work item (WI) is to evaluate work split between the standardization activities related to charging to be done in OMA-MCC and in 3GPP. As a deliverable an informal document describing the work split will be created. This WI will be done in cooperation between OMA MCC and the relevant working groups in 3GPP.
OMA MCC spent much effort on the Landscape Report and the Gap Analysis to investigate, which specifications are available and which are missing in the m-commerce and charging area. The intention was to avoid double work and endorse existing or extended specifications instead. Among the fora that have been analyzed, 3GPP has a special significance, in that this organization has a huge amount of specifications available that are closely related to the MCC area of work. Also membership is largely overlapping between the two organizations and thus it seems to be feasible to determine how to share the work and thereby reduce costs for the members.

Examples of potentially overlapping areas include (completeness is not claimed):

· 3GPP IP flow charging vs. OMA download charging

· MMS charging

· Charging for PTT/PoC

· Content charging and DRM charging

Charging in the sense of this WI should include

· Online and offline charging

· Charging for any service

The WI also needs to consider the work done in 3GPP on access charging, e.g.

· Charging for access (bearer, transport), session and content (event)

· Charging in any access network (2G, 2.5G, 3G, WLAN/WiMAX, ...)

The work item should include basic principles for a proposed work split that can be used later to classify areas that cannot be foreseen today. These principles may e.g. be

· Charging in the trusted domain vs. charging in an untrusted domain

· Charging for network services vs. charging for content

· Charging by the MNO vs. charging by 3rd party providers

· Subscribers with MNO accounts vs. bank or CC accounts

· Requirements and architecture (stage 2) vs. specifications (stage 3)

· Web service protocols vs. IETF protocols

· Aspects that are common to both MCC and 3GPP e.g. correlation; advice of charge

Out of Scope:
It is not intended to cover specifications of other fora than 3GPP within this WI.

Payment and billing are outside the scope of this WI.

The WI should only investigate the charging aspects of the services, the services themselves are out of scope.
Deliverable(s):

An informal document describing the work split between the standardization activities to be done in OMA-MCC and in 3GPP. It is proposed that the contents should include

· the basic principles for the work split

· a brief description of work relevant to m-commerce and charging that has been done or is ongoing in 3GPP

· a recommendation whether the work is

· to be continued by 3GPP

· to be continued by MCC

· recognised as a common aspect, and as to how the work should be continued in synchronisation between 3GPP and MCC

· a listing of specification areas that are currently missing in both organizations and a proposal where such an area should be treated based on  the basic principles

· the relationship and possible interworking between OMA Charging Enabler and 3GPP Online Charging System
