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1 Reason for Contribution

In the work-split document, there are several points of views in the work that needs to be done and the way to do it. This contributions tries to state that those differences exist, and that having those different does not imply that the solutions should be independent or incompatible.

2 Summary of Contribution

This document will present how different fora have different points of view on charging, and how that can impact the work that will be done as a result of the liaison between 3GPP, 3GPP2 and OMA. It will be focused from the OMA point of view,.

3 Detailed Proposal

The principles of the Open Mobile Alliance state that:

· Products and services are based on open, global standards, protocols and interfaces and are not locked to proprietary technologies 

· The applications layer is bearer agnostic (examples: GSM, GPRS, EDGE, CDMA, UMTS) 

· Architecture frameworks and service enablers are independent of Operating Systems (OS) 

· Applications and platforms are interoperable, providing seamless geographic and inter-generational roaming

That has an impact in the way that other fora are seen from the OMA perspective. In particular, it is foreseen that the interface between 3GPP/3GPP2 and OMA will be seen differently for both organizations.

Within the work of OMA, the enabler will communicate with a Charging Entity (ACE or Agnostic Charging Entity) not owned by OMA, meaning also, that the standardization of that entity is done by an external fora. The implementation of that ACE may lead to a different charging architecture depending on the realization chosen. For the purposes of this document, there are at least two known realization of the ACE: the architectures for charging in 3GPP and 3GPP2. However, being network agnostic will impact the way that the interface is seen:

· It cannot be assured that one specific instance of the ACE will be used for providing the service. OMA will have to consider that requirements can contain different network information for different networks.

· There will be requirements derived from the service layer that can generate requirements on the ACE, those requirements will never (? Could it not be possible for the OMA, to submit requirements to the PP’s in this case – if required? ) Specify that the realization be done in one way or another.

· Within OMA, it is not yet decided what are the details of the ACE and the interface that will exist between OMA and the ACE. 
For the purpose of a OMA Charging enabler to communicate with the ACE:

· It has to be determined the capabilities of the ACE

· It has to be decided whether all the capabilities of the ACE are external to OMA or not.

· It has to be decided how OMA architecture will fit into the existing architectures.

It is important to note also “the companies involved in the alliance will work in compliance with the specification of the existing key industry standardisations and groups such as the 3rd Generation Partnership Project (3GPP), 3rd Generation Partnership Project 2 (3GPP2), and Java Community Process”
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For the purposes of the 3GPP and 3GPP2 architectures, the realization of the ACE is always in their respective networks. For 3GPP, for instance, the ACE can be mapped into the OCS for online charging or to the CCF, CGF, for offline purposes. For 3GPP2, a equivalent architecture will be done as a result of the revision of the existing architecture.

That point of view will have the following consequences:

· There are some requirements that will come for an specific framework (i.e. access, network, subsystem) that will likely create some specific requirements on OMA

· There are some assumptions from the 3GPP and 3GPP2 that will impact the way that:

· The network controls the resources and the access

· User’s profiles and account information are located in some part of the network.

· OMA services are part of the service layer of those realizations of the architecture. That will imply constraints in the capabilities offered to OMA services and requirements in the way that OMA should interface with the network.
